While some rodders continue to use original flathead V-8's,
most prefer to replace them with newer versions for more perfor-
mance and better over the road reliability. the old 3 speed crash box
transmissions are replaced with overdrive automatics, and everything

is dressed up with billet or chrome trim.

The interiors are something that the car’s original designers
couldn't have even imagined! Sculptured interiors covered with leather
or otherfabrics in a rainbow of colors have replaced the old cardboard
and mohalr of the original.
