We have included some extra goodies to consider: three
complete front end and two rear end bumper & tail lamp treatments;
three sets of wheels; a pair of rear wings and two separate hoods,
one custom and the other stock, but molded in tricky clear plastic! Of
course, if you're so inclined, the clear hood can be painted to match
(or not match) the rest of your creation.
